summer.  Evaluation will be on the book – not the film!  Please 

note that any student who registers after August 2nd will have a 
different date of evaluation.

and right a one sentence summary of each chapter as they read:  
 
Murder on the Orient Express by Agatha Christie 

The Time Machine by H.G. Wells 
The Hunger Games by Suzanne Collins 

 
All students going into Honors English I are required to read an 

additional one of the three books (2 total).
